Pray for the many MWC meetings in Indonesia
in July 2022 - the member church delegates
at the General Council, Commissions, MWGC
networks (mission, service, peace, education,
health), and the global Assembly itself. Pray
for health and safety of all participants. Pray
that the Spirit will move in the midst of the
gatherings, uniting and strengthening the
body.

Pray for a world divided by inequities, as
demonstrated by COVID-19 in the last two
years. Pray for sisters and brothers who are
struggling with vulnerability due to iliness,
violence, disaster and injustice. May we
embrace and support each one, as we work
together to address these many systemic
issues.

Give thanks for the gifts of the Spirit, uniting
and strengthening MWGC member churches
around the world.
